Lord of the Flies
Writing Assignment #1

I want you to pretend that after an assembly, Ralph, Jack, and Piggy all went to secluded areas and wrote in their journals. All three boys reflect on their first few days on the island. Using first person perspective, write a journal for each character beginning with the words below:

Ralph: I am so frustrated…

Piggy: Nobody understands…

Jack: Who cares about…

You should have two paragraphs for each of the characters; each paragraph should have ATLEAST five sentences. You can say things like, “I feel sad” but that does NOT count as a full sentence. You are all capable of more detailed sentences! 

Make as many specific references to the events that occur in the chapter as possible. Keep in mind that each boy will have a very different take on the events – what pleases Ralph, for example, might not please Jack…make sure you really get into the mindset (or POINT OF VIEW) of the character whose journal you are writing.

You will have a total of 6 paragraphs. You must complete a written rough draft to hand in along with your typed final copy. You may have a parent or peer edit your paper; make sure they sign and date it after they edit it so I can verify.  Please include a header with your name, date, and class… as well as a title (for instance, Lord of the Flies Journals)
